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CLOVIS BROTHERS’ DREAM-TO-REALITY FLAGSHIP LAUNCH
--The Laundry Room, Specialty Fashion Retailer, Opens First Location in North Fresno--

 Fresno, Calif. -- The Laundry Room announces the opening of its flagship location in Park Place at Palm and Nees Avenues on The Palm Bluffs. This casual luxury fashion retailer is the collaborative dream and work of Clovis brothers Joey Pauline, 25 and Jonah Pauline, 23. The 4,000-square-foot north Fresno boutique is the first of many planned locations along the West Coast. 



“The idea gave birth as a late-night skateboarding excursion turned brainstorming session,” recalls Joey. “The initial plan of opening a skate shop within a vacant Chubby’s Diner snowballed, and while the action sports industry slowly became more influenced by high design, so did the Pauline brothers. Our business theory slowly shadowed this evolution in style.” 

With each of their retail projects the Pauline brothers form their product selection with no reserve and can be credited for pioneering many up-and-coming designers to the Central Valley including English Laundry, Kinetix, Christian Audigier, Antik Denim, Morphine Generation, Butterfly Dropout, Jet Lag, True Love & False Idols, Ksubi, LA Denim Atelier, and many more. They’ve cultivated a client base of successful trendsetters and clothed musicians, artists, entrepreneurs, athletes, local celebrities, UFC fighters such as Chuck Liddell and protégé Casey "The Underdog" Olson, and several NFL players, including Bernard Berrian.  

The Pauline brothers have raised the bar in Central California by being the first to break the $300 mark for denim and gained quick notoriety for their sense of buying. The Pauline brothers first retail concept was recognized for its unique product selection and was chosen as one of the “Top 10 Denim Boutiques in California” in the premiere issue of C-Magazine.
Shortly after the quick success of Libertine Laundry, the boys' first exclusively male denim concept boutique, Joey and Jonah felt it was time they expanded to women’s apparel. Libertine closed its doors in September of 2007 which commenced the five-month-long creation of The Laundry Room.
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“When I visit [Joey and Jonah], I do so to get taste of that entrepreneurial spirit that drives these two talents. In a difficult industry that can sometimes be jaded, it’s refreshing to see two brothers doing their best to follow their dream," said Pat Monpere, vice president of Patrick James. "They are true originals and The Laundry Room reflects that. It’s a great addition to our retail landscape and Fresno is lucky to be the lab for the Pauline brothers’ passion."

In true do-it-yourself fashion and love for their hometown, the Pauline brothers headed up the interior design of the new 4,000-square-foot space. Michael Weil, owner of Michael Weil Design said, “It [The Laundry Room]’s kind of hip, casual chic is so refreshing to find here, where everything else looks and feels like the same old thing.” 
Look closely and you’ll notice the Fresno history within this showroom. The Laundry Room flaunts hidden treasures Joey and Jonah excavated from and throughout the Central Valley’s floor. The wood-lined pillars that formerly graced Libertine’s ceiling are planks from production fruit crates once used at the former Folsom Farms in north Clovis. Many of the displays also have embedded Fresno ties. The oldest piece among the interior is an explosives room door from a one-time Japanese encampment center on Palm Bluffs. The door has been made into a low platform that shadows a 1920s vintage merchandiser trunk and is layered by a vintage Fresno County Library table.
There is discussion of opening several regional locations -- under consideration are Washington, Utah, Las Vegas, Arizona, Southern California and Oregon.
